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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The purpose of this Executive Summary is to present supporters and potential donors
with a brief look at the project being undertaken at Willow Run Airport by the Michigan
Aerospace Foundation and the Yankee Air Museum. Most of what you will find in this
summary will be explained in greater detail in other parts of the Business Plan. We look
forward to your support. If you have questions or wish to meet personally with someone
from the Michigan Aerospace Foundation or the Yankee Air Museum, you will find a
contact list later on in the Business Plan.

On October 9, 2004, the Yankee Air Museum suffered a disastrous fire that completely
destroyed the museum and hangar facilities at Willow Run Airport near Detroit,
Michigan. While the loss of the building and the collections was tragic, and should not
be minimized, the heart and soul of the museum was saved. The many aircraft,
meticulously restored, some to flying condition, were saved and provide the incentive for
rebuilding the museum and it’s facilities. The Yankee Air Museum continues today with
all of its educational programs, outreach programs, flight operations and events. Most of
what you will read in this Business Plan was established prior to the fire. The order of
construction will change because we must re-build the destroyed historic aircraft facility
first, but the vast majority of the Business Plan remains unchanged and its execution will
go forward parallel with the obvious need to rebuild the hangar.

The Mission

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation has as its purpose, the planning, funding,
construction and operation of a new and greatly expanded campus facility housing a
major aerospace institution. That institution, built in conjunction with and on the
foundation of the Yankee Air Museum, will initially be known as Michigan Aerospace.

The new campus will house among other things, a new museum, hangar for the Yankee
Air Museum’s flyable historic aircraft, restoration and maintenance facilities, educational
facilities, research facilities, library, theater, restaurant and outdoor aviation theme park.

The overall mission is to make this facility, when completed, one of four major
aviation/aerospace museum and educational facilities in the Midwest (the other three
being the U.S. Air Force Museum in Dayton, Ohio, Kalamazoo Aviation Museum in
Kalamazoo, Michigan, and the EAA Museum in Oshkosh, Wisconsin).



Goals and Values

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation together with the Yankee Air Museum and the
Wayne County Airport Authority has identified a number of goals and values which have
been incorporated into the planning of the new campus. Among them are:

Collecting, preserving and disseminating knowledge of the fascinating and mostly
forgotten history of aviation in Southeastern Michigan, both military and civilian;

Collecting, preserving and disseminating the history of Willow Run Airport;

Collecting, preserving and disseminating the fascinating history of the Willow
Run Labs and its successor, the Environmental Research Institute of Michigan and
some of the little known, top secret research that went on there;

Collecting, preserving and disseminating the history of aviation in general and to
create more interest in that history;

A focus on the history of military aviation. This will include focus on both the
aircraft themselves and the people who built, maintained and flew them both
stateside and in combat;

To demystify aviation and airplanes for the general public;

To enhance the public’s understanding of the roles aviation and aerospace research
and development have played in the history of our country and our region;

To create more interest in and further the understanding of aviation as a career.
This goal is especially aimed at children who have had very little if any exposure
to aviation and aerospace. A major focus of this goal will be underprivileged
children in the Detroit and Southeastern Michigan area who have little opportunity
to experience and understand aviation and little opportunity to effectively include
aviation as a choice of career;

To provide for an outstanding visitor experience that is both entertaining and
interactive;

To provide for exhibits, educational opportunities and participatory
activities for all, regardless of the visitors’ level of knowledge of and
experience with aviation and aerospace;

To impart to our society in general an understanding of the roles aviation
and aerospace have played in shaping that same society over the years. From the
groundbreaking (in 1942) concepts of educating the workers on site and including



women as equal partners in the workforce, to the impact of the infrastructure
development and the mass importation of workers from the south for the B-24
plant, Henry Ford, and others of the era of early aviation in Michigan played a
huge role in changing our society;

And finally, to honor the memory of the aircraft and most importantly the men and
women who built, flew and maintained them in defense of freedom everywhere.
This last Goal is the most time critical. The “Greatest Generation,” those who
gave so much of themselves and their generation to preserve the freedom we now
take for granted, the World War Il generation (who also fought in the Korean
War), are in their 70s and 80s now. We have another ten to fifteen years at most
to show these great Americans that we remember what they did for us and how
their generation sacrificed so much for their country and for the generations that
followed. We owe it to them to complete the major portions of this museum in
time for them to know that we will never forget what they did for us.

Uniqueness of Concept

Accomplishing all of our goals and providing for all of the products and services we will
offer in one complex will result in a very unique concept in aviation museum facilities.

Most such facilities and organizations offer their visitors the opportunity to “look and
learn”. We intend to offer much more. The many interactive opportunities, the
“Working Hangar” with its “live” flyable aircraft, ongoing maintenance and restoration
and the chance to be an active part of it all will make this a truly unique facility. Our
visitors can not only look and learn, they will be able to touch and experience.

Even though the experience of visiting one of the most historic airfields in the country
should be enough of a visitor experience, the fact that Willow Run is still an operating
airport where our visitors can watch, hear and smell the airplanes and aviation related
activity, will make that experience all the more exciting and rewarding. The addition of
themed events, period costuming and re-enactments, plus the re-creation of some of the
original Army Airbase at Willow Run, will make Michigan Aerospace and the Yankee
Air Museum a one of a kind, “must see” attraction.

Built on the “Hands On” foundation of the Yankee Air Museum, there really is nothing
else quite like what we are planning, anywhere, and we believe this uniqueness will set
Michigan Aerospace apart from other aviation/aerospace museums, providing a
compelling reason for visitors to come to Willow Run.



Themes

Considering the many possibilities for the museum and non-museum areas of the new
facilities, a number of themes present themselves as necessary and appropriate and are
expanded on later in the Business Plan.

Location and the Market Area

Located in southeastern Michigan, just 25 miles from Detroit, Willow Run
Airport is in the middle of a major metropolitan area. The airport is adjacent to
the major east/west highway, Interstate 94, and just 10 miles west of Detroit
Metropolitan Airport. In addition, Willow Run is just seven miles west of
Interstate 275 and 8 miles east of the major north/south highway, U.S. 23.

Partly in Wayne County, and partly in Washtenaw County, nearby towns are:
Belleville, Van Buren Township, Canton, Ypsilanti, Ann Arbor and Plymouth,
along with Detroit and all its suburbs.

Willow Run Airport was built in 1940 by Henry Ford, under contract to the U.S.
Government. It was built to operate as the airfield for the Ford, B-24 Liberator
production plant on the west side of the field. For those interested in learning
more about the history of the airport, we have a video tape copy of the original
“Willow Run Story”, a 30 minute movie showing the construction of the airport,
the bomber plant and B-24s.

We feel the location, with its easy access to major highways, and a market of over
3 million people, should be one of the strengths we can count on to allow for the
successful implementation of our Business Plan.



In Summary,

Michigan Aerospace will be an important piece of the re-development of Willow
Run Airport, will bring hundreds of thousands of visitors to the area, and most
important, will preserve, through the efforts of the Yankee Air Museum and
others, an important part of the history of Southeast Michigan, it’s culture and
it’s people.

BACKGROUND

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation was organized in late 2000 as a non-profit
501 (c) (3) organization with the stated purpose of planning and raising funds for
the development, construction and operation of a new, multi-purpose facility
near where the present Yankee Air Museum is located at Willow Run Airport.
This new campus will house, in a number of buildings and outdoor venues, a
new museum and hangar complex for the Yankee Air Museum, a new aerospace
research and educational center, a new aviation and aerospace library, and a new
aviation related theme restaurant.

The Yankee Air Force, Inc. was founded in 1981 as a non-profit 501 (c) (3)
organization, to locate, acquire, restore and preserve historical aircraft, artifacts
and stories related to aviation in the United States and especially Southeast
Michigan.

The Yankee Air Museum was founded in 1982 in Building 2041, Willow Run
Airport, one of the few remaining examples of a World War II era Army Air
Corps hangar. By 1999, in addition to the recognized problems of operating a
multi-purpose facility in a single building, the Yankee Air Museum had
outgrown this facility. A Memorandum of Understanding between the Yankee
Air Force and the Michigan Aerospace Foundation outlines the cooperative
efforts of the two groups to fund, build and operate a state of the art aerospace
facility, which will house, among other things, the Yankee Air Museum and the
Historic Aircraft Hangar. It is contemplated that some of the future operations
will be jointly managed and run by the two organizations along with some
outside organizations.

In October, 2004, a disastrous fire completely destroyed the historic hangar that
has housed the museum since 1982. Besides the destruction of the building, most
of the collections inside the museum and library were lost to the fire. Luckily,
the heart of the Yankee Air Museum, the meticulously restored flyable aircraft,
the B-17, B-25 and C-47, were saved by heroic efforts of Museum members. In
addition, the fourth flyable aircraft, the Stinson V-77 was away from Willow Run
at the time. Also saved were all the non-flyable, display aircraft outside of the
hangar. These aircraft represent the large majority of the aircraft collection, and
provide the strong incentive for re-building the museum.

The aircraft have been moved to a hangar loaned to the museum by Willow Run
Airport, where members and staff have set up offices and maintenance facilities



to continue the work of the Yankee Air Museum until a new building can be
constructed. Other organizations at the airport have stepped forward, offering
restoration space, storage and office facilities. The worldwide aviation and
museum community has turned out in support, both through donations of
materials, artifacts, supplies and through fund raising efforts for YAM.

MAF has set a goal of beginning construction to replace the destroyed museum
facilities by the end of 2006. Phase I of the construction/expansion will include
five buildings, the core of the new museum. The first building will actually be
the acquisition and moving of an existing building. The historically significant
“Ford Schoolhouse” was built on Willow Run Airport property in 1939. It
housed the school for the base and surrounding are children. That building has
fallen into disrepair over the years and a goal of the Yankee Air Museum is to
save the historic structure, move it onto the site of the new museum, restore it
and eventually use it for the museum Library. The four additional buildings
that make up Phase I include the Visitors Center which will include orientation,
a small theater, the gift shop and administrative offices, the Flyable Aircraft
Hangar which will house the flying part of the aircraft collection, the Museum
Building for artifacts display and the “story”, and the Restoration Building for
aircraft and artifacts restoration and preparation. Planning is already underway
for Phase I buildings and site work and it will take a major fund raising effort.
To this end the MAF has rolled out a major capital campaign, contracting with
Hammond & Rosebush, Counsel on Philanthropy to manage the campaign. Mr.
Robert Lutz, Vice President, General Motors has agreed to serve as the Campaign
Chair.

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation strives to become one of three major
aviation museums in the Midwest, preserving the history of aviation and
aerospace research in Southeast Michigan. A significant part of this goal is to
develop the facilities well beyond the traditional aviation museum. We will
house research and educational facilities dedicated to encouraging new
inventions, equipment, applications and technology in all fields of aerospace,
while bringing aviation and aerospace education to many who would not
otherwise be exposed to it. We will develop a major tourism attraction,
benefiting the economy of Southeast Michigan. And finally, we will provide
facilities and space for non-aviation related museums and organizations which
fit into our overall goal of providing a comprehensive visitor experience,
second to none.

To Preserve the Social history related to the Bomber Plant during WWII
To Honor WWII, Korean War, Vietham War in one venue.

Provide a major tourist attraction for Southeast, Michigan

Economic development in western Wayne County

THEMES

All museums start with some idea or theme. Here at Willow Run Airport, located in
Southeast Michigan, there are many possible themes to choose from. A number of
important ones have been identified by focus groups as critical to the success of Michigan
Aerospace and the Yankee Air Museum project. Each will be incorporated into the
planning, construction and visitor experience of Michigan Aerospace. Following are the
major themes which were identified in the Executive Summary and which we are
working to incorporate into the plans.

The Arsenal of Democracy

Southeastern Michigan was for many decades known as the Arsenal of Democracy.
Military aviation in Southeastern Michigan is a major piece of the history of the Arsenal
of Democracy. The story of how the automobile plants changed over to military
production in a very short period of time is a fascinating story that needs to be recovered
and re-told, The huge amounts of military hardware, equipment and provisions produced
in the industrial plants around the Detroit area played a major role in the victory of the
Allies during World War Il. Aircraft, aircraft engines, aircraft instruments and a myriad
of other military aviation related goods were produced here in the Arsenal of Democracy.
Much of this history has been lost and a theme of Michigan Aerospace will be to research
and present this history to our visitors.

History of civilian aviation in SE Michigan

Most people think of military aviation and aerospace development when considering the
role of the Detroit and Southeastern Michigan Area. However, the Arsenal of
Democracy was also home to many historic civilian and general aviation pioneers and
companies, such as Stinson and Meyers.

Social changes brought about in connection with World War 11

The Greatest Generation, those who fought to bring an end to the Third Reich and the
Japanese Empire during World War 11, was responsible for huge social change both
during and after World War II. The mobilization of the country, “The Home Front”,
brought virtually every person in the United States into the war effort is some manner.
Rationing, long lines, black outs, letters home, the dreaded telegrams and visits informing
of the loss of a loved one, are just a few of the changes Americans had to make and adjust
to. After the war, the dismantling of the military industrial complex, the switch over to
consumer goods and the years of prosperity and technological innovation and
advancement were unprecedented in the history of man.



Social changes brought about by Henry Ford related to the Willow Run B-24 Bomber
Plant.

Henry Ford was a great social architect. From his early days in the production of the first
automobiles, he brought to Willow Run and the B-24 Bomber Plant, many ideas that
revolutionized the social fabric of major industries. Needing over 40,000 workers
through the Bomber Plant years, Henry Ford was the first to offer employment to workers
outside the area. Thousands of workers were imported from southern states to work in
the plant. Most of them stayed after the war and provided the employment base for the
future expansion of the auto industry in the Detroit area. The social changes brought
about by this huge immigration would be felt through the generations. The use of women
on the mass production lines was started at Willow Run. The provision for education for
the workers was started at Willow Run at the Ford School where thousands of workers
were educated for work in the B-24 plant.

Aviation in every day life

Stinson, Ford, and Meyers were just a few of the Michigan based companies building
aircraft for civilian aviation before and after World War Il. A full aviation industry was
active in Michigan, with many airports being built and the rapid expansion of the airlines
anchoring that industry. Aircraft, manufacturing displays and other memorabilia
representing civilian aviation will hold prominent positions in the new museum.

People history of aviation in the wars since the Wright Brothers

Men and Women played (and continue to play) the major role in the history of military
aviation through the years. From the home front workers in the Arsenal of Democracy
who built the B-24 at Willow Run and every other aircraft at every other manufacturing
plant, to the flight crews, ground crews and support staff on the front lines, men and
women gave a major part of their lives, and sometimes their very life, to free Europe and
the Western Pacific. The stories of these people, the Greatest Generation, contribute to a
large portion of the history of the 20" century.

Aviation and Aerospace education and research and the Willow Run Labs

The University of Michigan, the Willow Run Labs which became the Environmental
Institute of Michigan and later Veridian and General Dynamics, along with Western
Michigan University, Eastern Michigan University, the Detroit Institute of Aeronautics,
and others, provided the basis for rapid expansion of aerospace education and research in
Michigan. Areas in the new museum will be dedicated to many of these specific
educational and research efforts with special emphasis on the little known story of the top
secret research and development that took place at the Willow Run Labs.



Historical preservation and aircraft restoration

The Yankee Air Museum has been in existence since 1981 at Willow Run Airport. In that
time, the organization has amassed an extremely valuable collection of historical aviation
artifacts, including a number of historically significant aircraft. Many of these aircraft
were acquired in poor condition, having been neglected over the years while on display
outdoors. Part of the museum’s outreach program has been to restore the most valuable
of these aircraft to flying condition so that people far away from Willow Run can see first
hand the history these exquisitely restored aircraft represent. The restoration and
preservation of these aircraft has been and will continue to be a major theme of the
Yankee Air Museum and Michigan Aerospace.



LOCATION AND MARKET AREA

Location

Willow Run Airport, the location of the Yankee Air Museum, and the home of the new
Michigan Aerospace complex, is one of the more historic airports in the country. Built in
1940 as the Army airfield for the Ford B-24 Bomber Plant, Willow Run is now home to
general aviation, corporate and charter aviation as well as a number of successful freight
companies. Willow Run counts approximately 150,000 operations per year, with 10,000
corporate passengers per year. Aviation related businesses based at Willow Run employ
roughly 2000 people, and non-aviation businesses surrounding the airport employ
roughly another 3000 people.

Market Area

The Detroit and Southeastern Michigan market area presents us with a tremendous
opportunity for a facility such as this. Not only was Detroit called the Arsenal of
Democracy, the entire Southeast Michigan area was a hotbed of civilian aviation
development and manufacturing.

Detroit Metropolitan Airport is less than 10 miles away and is the major passenger airport
for the state of Michigan. In excess of 32 million passengers transit through Metro each
year, with many millions staying in the area long enough to afford them the opportunity
to visit Michigan Aerospace.

Demographics show a population of over 3.7 million people within 50 miles of the site.

Many major museum and tourist attractions, including the Henry Ford Museum and
Greenfield Village, along with the Detroit Science Center, Cranbrook, the Detroit Zoo,
the Ann Arbor Hands On Museum, already draw a considerable number of people to the
area, and partnerships, along with a simple trickle down effect will generate a large
number of visitors to “Michigan Aerospace”. Not only will the market area provide the
needed visitors to Michigan Aerospace, but we estimate that our organization will draw
an additional 200,000 visitors to the area each year, visitors who are coming specifically
to visit Michigan Aerospace.

Tourist and convention business in Southeast Michigan is big business. There are a
number of organizations that provide marketing aimed at increasing tourism and
convention business in this area. Visitors and Convention Bureaus in Detroit, Ann Arbor
and Ypsilanti, along with statewide organizations spend millions of dollars each year in
support of the tourist and convention business. Michigan Aerospace will not only
become a major contributor to the “draw” of Southeast Michigan, it will become a major
beneficiary of the additional tourist and convention business brought to Southeast
Michigan by these other organizations.



MICHIGAN AEROSPACE PROPOSED COMPONENTS

Michigan Aerospace will be composed of a number different and in some cases unrelated
facilities and organizations. While the final composition is yet to be determined, the
major pieces being planned are:

THE COMPONENTS
In Depth

Yankee Air Museum
The Yankee Air Museum will be the heart of Michigan Aerospace. Currently in
existence, but needing a new building, the Museum will be greatly expanded into
multiple buildings and outside display areas.

Yankee Air Museum Historic Aircraft Hangar and Maintenance Facility
The Yankee Air Museum currently maintains in flyable condition a B-17 Bomber,
a C-47 Transport , a V-77 Stinson, and a B-25 Bomber. These aircraft, which are
temporarily hangared elsewhere at Willow Run due to the fire that destroyed the
YAM hangar in October, 2004, will eventually be moved to a new historic aircraft
hangar which will become a working part of the new Museum and will be
dedicated solely to the flyable aircraft of the Yankee Air Museum Collection.

Yankee Air Museum Collections, Restoration and Historical Preservation Laboratory
This facility will be a state of the art restoration and preservation laboratory
designed to receive, process, restore and preserve the historic, and in many
instances fragile, collectibles and artifacts which are currently being donated to the
museum.

Yankee Air Museum Restoration facility and offices
Yankee Air Museum volunteers restore and maintain a wide range of historical
artifacts. These vary greatly, from simple photos and small historical artifacts, all
the way up to a B-52 Stratofortress, an eight engine, 165,000 pound jet bomber.
In addition they maintain display materials, display cases, buildings, equipment
and buildings. All of this requires a lot of dedicated room, and one of the
buildings will be a restoration and maintenance facility for the museum.




Aerospace and Aviation Educational Facilities
The Michigan Aerospace Foundation is working with the Yankee Air Museum,
the University of Michigan, and Eastern Michigan University to develop an
educational component. This will be a major piece of what we provide to our
visitors, and will be woven through the fabric of all the programs and components
comprising Michigan Aerospace.

Yankee Air Museum Historic Air Park
Part of the Yankee Air Museum will be an outdoor Air Park. This will be an
integral part of the museum and will provide a quiet, natural park like setting for
the large number of static display aircraft from various eras which are already
displayed by YAM.

Aerospace Library and Research Facility
It is the intention of the Michigan Aerospace Foundation to attempt to bring a
major aviation library to our facility. We have a short term opportunity to arrange
for the purchase of one of the top aviation library collections in the world, which
would be housed along with the Yankee Air Museum collection in a fully
environmentally controlled facility built specifically for a library of rare and
valuable materials.

Aviation Theme Restaurant
A restaurant based on an aviation theme will be built. The Michigan Aerospace
Foundation will partner or contract with an established restaurant company to
provide a first class restaurant which, because of its theme and its location, will
draw from the entire Southeast Michigan region.

Theater
A movie theater will be provided for the showing of historical aviation based
films. It is not contemplated that this will be an IMAX theater.

Aerospace Innovation/Research Center
It is our intention to provide facilities and operational support for business and
educational research in all areas of aviation/aerospace. Partnerships with the
University of Michigan and other aerospace organizations will be formed to
provide the resources and opportunities for bringing together those in the cutting
edge of aerospace research today and in the future.




Seminar and Meeting Facilities
Meeting rooms and related seminar facilities will be provided for both the Yankee
Air Museum and outside organizations that want to hold events at Michigan
Aerospace.

Partial Re-Creation of 1943 Willow Run Army Air Base
A number of buildings form the original Air Base are still in existence. This Phase
would restore and re-create additional buildings from the original plans, such as
the PX, The Base Fire station, Officers Quarters, Control Tower etc. Volunteers
dressed in period clothing will bring to life the Airbase and this “Walk Through
History.”

PRODUCTS AND SERVICES

When completed, the complex of buildings, outdoor display and activity centers
that comprise Michigan Aerospace, will afford the opportunity to greatly expand
the products and services currently offered by the Yankee Air Museum. When in
full operation, these products and services may be offered by, among others, The
Michigan Aerospace Foundation, The Yankee Air Museum, outside organizations,
governmental institutions, business and industry, and educational institutions.

MARKET ANALYSIS

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation and the Yankee Air Museum will be
contracting with an outside company to perform a complete Market Analysis as
a part of the planning process to take place between September 2005 and June,
2006. The completed Market Analysis will be inserted in this location of the
Business Plan.

It is contemplated that current discussions with the Eastern Michigan University
School of Business will result in valuable help with the Market Analysis process.



COMPETITOR ANALYSIS

A vital component in the planning stage is a thorough understanding of the
competition the finished complex will face. Michigan Aerospace and its various
components will be competing with other organizations for visitors, students,
volunteers, artifacts and other components of the collections, as well as the all
important funding. Some of these organizations will be similar
aviation/aerospace museums, and some will be unrelated tourist attractions.

There are very different levels of competition, including local, regional, national
and international competitors.

As is readily apparent from reviewing this list of local competitors, there are
none which compete directly in the aerospace, aviation field. Therefore, an
analysis of these organizations must focus on the competition for funding and
marketing resources as well as competition for visitors. All of these
organizations provide strong visitor experience benefits and will compete
directly with us in the future.

With the exception of the Henry Ford Museum and Greenfield Village, all of the
local competitors will draw mostly from the local market area. The marketing
efforts locally will therefore need to be aimed at the same funding and visitor
resources these organizations target.



To compete in the local market, a major emphasis must be placed on marketing
and advertising. The addition of an Aviation Theme Restaurant should greatly
expand the number of local visitors. Finally, the strong emphasis on education is
mostly a local function. We will draw students of all ages to the educational
programs. A major emphasis in the education area will be the effort to introduce
young people in the Detroit area to aviation and aerospace careers.

A goal of the Michigan Aerospace Foundation is to form partnerships with some
of these organizations which do not offer aviation/aerospace centered products
and services. Current efforts in this area involve discussions with the Ann Arbor
Hands On Museum and the Henry Ford Museum. In the case of the Ann Arbor
Hands On Museum, the Yankee Air Museum could provide the aviation related
visitor experience and education that is not available at the Ann Arbor facility.

In the case of the Henry Ford Museum, a partnership could take similar form
and additionally could result in operational level contacts which could help both
organizations. This would give us a lot of exposure which our competitors
would not have.

Other, non-museum related organizations could become partners, with the
Michigan Aerospace Foundation providing business seminar facilities, building
rental, as well as entertainment, educational and research facilities and
opportunities.

All of these would tend to increase the competitive advantages the Foundation
has over other local facilities and organizations.

As is apparent in reviewing this list, the smaller, more local museums and
organizations begin to drop off the list. They are replaced in our competitor
analysis by the larger, major visitor attractions in the Midwestern region. It is
also apparent that our major competition for the aviation and aerospace
enthusiast begins at the regional level.

To compete with museums of this caliber, we must consistently offer a visitor
experience at or above the level of these well known museums. Our product
and services must be somewhat unique. However, a major emphasis on aviation
and aerospace history, as well as a major emphasis on the collections should
suffice to allow us to effectively compete on a regional basis. The addition of an
Aviation Theme Restaurant should bring additional visitors to the facility.

Direct Marketing and Advertising on a regional level is more difficult. We must
therefore utilize outside resources to help in our marketing efforts. Some
examples would be:

To compete with museums on a national level, we must consistently offer a
visitor experience at or above the level of these well known museums. In



addition, the concept of our facilities must be very unique. The Michigan
Aerospace Foundation and the Yankee Air Museum must offer something very
different from the other, major, national museums.

Most museums offer collections for visitors to look at and read about, all in large
museum buildings. With the large number of aviation and aerospace related
museums nationwide, our product and services must be much more unique if we
are to draw visitors from outside our local and regional area. Beyond a driving
distance of four hours, visitors will generally have to fly in to Detroit on a
specific mission to visit Willow Run. How do we compel them to do so?

A major emphasis on aviation and aerospace history, as well as a major emphasis
on the collections are only the beginning if we are to compete on a national level.
The concept of a “Working” or “Hands On” museum, where visitors can see and
touch real historical aircraft undergoing restoration and general maintenance is
unique in the aviation museum community. In addition, the complex, located on
historic Willow Run Airport, attracts visitors simply because it is on a major,
operational airport where visitors can watch, hear and smell the airplanes taking
off and landing just yards from the museum and air park. The Yankee Air
Museum has been providing that same “Hands On” experience since the first
days of operation in its present facility in 1982.

The addition of an Aviation Theme Restaurant should bring additional visitors to
the facility. The location on the grounds of a major airport also allows visitors to
fly in, or stop over on their way to other places. Its location 10 miles west of
Detroit Metropolitan Airport will also allow commercial passengers to visit the
facilities during lay-overs.

All of this allows for marketing and advertising in national publications as well
as in other national venues. Marketing through airlines and Aviation Magazines,
as well as internal historical aviation circles will also be a major part of the efforts
to draw a national audience. As in our efforts on a regional level, we must
effectively utilize outside resources to help in our marketing efforts. Some
examples in addition to those listed under the Regional Section would include:

As is evident here, we feel the only competition we have on an International level
is from other major, well known aviation/aerospace museums. Non
aviation/aerospace museums should not provide any competitive pressure. Our
international visitors will be coming very specifically because they are interested
in aviation/aerospace museums and are coming to the area specifically to visit
Michigan Aerospace and more specifically, the Yankee Air Museum.

While it would seem that the potential competition from International
aviation/aerospace museums would present a relatively small level of concern,
we still must consider this area, as it is the arena we are competing in. It would
be best if we can actually turn our International competitors into our marketers.
A concerted effort to partner, for marketing purposes, with some of the large,
International aviation and aerospace museums should result in competitive
advantages for both. The visitor bases will seldom overlap, and a good working
relationship with these organizations should be categorized as positive
competitive relationships rather than negative.

Summary

In summary, our competitors will come in all sizes, and areas of focus. We will
assure that our marketing efforts reflect the differences between the various
types of organizations outlined here. We will always strive to turn competitive
disadvantages into advantages. Our marketing efforts should be able to
overcome any competitive disadvantages and the uniqueness of our concept
should place Michigan Aerospace and all its pieces in its own category with the
ability to draw visitors from all over.



MARKETING STRATEGY

The Marketing Strategy is composed of two different pieces. The initial
Marketing will be aimed at people and organizations sympathetic to YAM
because of the loss of the museum building and artifacts in the fire of October 9,
2004. This strategy will be supportive of the Phase I building efforts. The
second, long term Marketing Strategy will be aimed at bringing visitors to
Michigan Aerospace as the various phases of the Master Plan are implemented.



PARTNERSHIPS

Forming partnerships to achieve goals is a growing trend within the museum
and educational community. Such partnerships permit the sharing of valuable
and limited resources, and provide for a wider range of opportunities than
would be possible within one individual organization. This sharing of resources
not only provides this broader range of opportunities, it also provides for a more
efficient operation and a better use of the limited funds all organizations such as
this have available to them.

As the number of organizations competing for funding grows, foundations and
other funding sources become increasingly selective in their granting programs.
Those organizations that can demonstrate an active partnership program, where
limited resources are utilized as efficiently as possible, and where both
operations and programming are shared, will be looked on most favorably as the
competition for funding resources increases. This partnering can only strengthen
our ability to provide the visitor experience and other programs we have
identified as important to our community and our society.

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation and the Yankee Air Museum actively seek
to form partnerships that further our mission, goals and program priorities.
Some partnerships, particularly those within the aerospace industry will be
simple and obvious in their intent and their intended results. Others, such as
those possible with non-aerospace museums and educational programs, and
with unrelated business and industry, may not be as clear in their intent, but may
provide equally valuable resources which the Foundation would otherwise find
it necessary to develop on its own.

DESIGN CONCEPT AND FACILITIES PLAN

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation has completed architectural work site plan
concepts and received preliminary approval from Willow Run Airport and the
Wayne County Airport Authority.

New Yankee Air Museum Concept Plan:

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation has contracted with the architectural firms
URS and Quinn Evans for the purpose of providing the Concept Plan for the new
Yankee Air Museum and associated facilities. URS is a major national
architectural company with a high level of experience in airport and museum
planning and architectural work. Quinn Evans is a local, Ann Arbor, Michigan
firm that specializes in historic preservation architecture. A number of Focus
Group sessions, both public and within the Yankee Air Museum organization, as
well as other planning meetings have taken place over a two year period. The
end result is the Concept Plan that follows. As development goes forward and
Master Planning, along with individual building programming and design, is
initiated, some parts of this may be altered. But the major pieces are now in
place and the Concept Plan, having received preliminary approval from the
Wayne County Airport Authority, is now the basis for all future planning and
construction.

Construction

Each component of Michigan Aerospace will be added as the previous components
are finished and as they prove to be financially feasible. This phased approach
makes the project much easier to plan for and ensures the financial stability of
the organizations and the project. Each of these phases will involve additional
planning, feasibility studies, site clearing and funding prior to actual
construction. Changes may occur as the plan is developed, but phases of the
plan are generally as follows (Note - the numbers in parentheses refer to the
building numbers on the Concept Plan above):

Michigan Aerospace Endowment Fund

In addition to the previously planned Phases, the Michigan Aerospace
Foundation has set up a new Funding mechanism dedicated to the long term
operational costs of the new facilities. The need for major fund raising to support
operations of the Yankee Air Museum and related facilities in the future will be
there long after the new buildings are completed. MAF will actively promote
contributions to the endowment fund which will be handled by the Community
Foundation for Southeastern Michigan, and the Ann Arbor Area Community
Foundation.

Michigan Aerospace Annual Campaign

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation rolled out its Annual Campaign in 2003.
This annual marketing effort and fund raising campaign, run in the
February/March time period each year, is aimed specifically at raising funds
needed currently by the Foundation for its building and operations programs,
and in the future by the Yankee Air Museum for facilities operation costs.



MANAGEMENT AND STAFFING

Management and Staffing of the major portions of Michigan Aerospace, the
Yankee Air Museum, will be the responsibility of the Yankee Air Museum
organization. The YAM was founded in 1981 by a small group of visionaries,
dedicated to restoring and preserving the history of Willow Run Airport and the
history of aviation and the aerospace industry of Southeast Michigan. The
organization has grown to its present position of respect in the aviation and
aviation museum industries. Over 3000 members provide a talented and loyal
base for operational aspects of the new museum.

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation will manage and staff the majority of the
fund raising efforts.

Other organizations and corporations may be called upon to insert their brand
and their activities into the overall Michigan Aerospace development. Each will
be responsible for its own management and staffing.



ECONOMIC IMPACT STATEMENT

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation is currently gathering information and
working on an Economic Impact Statement. This should be completed by the
end of the second quarter, 2006.



FINANCIAL INFORMATION

Financial Analysis

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation is currently gathering information and
working on a Financial Analysis of the current Yankee Air Museum as well as
other, similar museums around the country. The results of this analysis will be
used in the final planning process to determine the design concept and facilities
plan we will be going forward with.

Financial Model

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation is currently gathering information and
working on a Financial Model for Michigan Aerospace. This Financial Model will
be based on what is determined to be the final design concept and facility plan,
and will outline in detail all the financial pieces of Michigan Aerospace, including
all component organizations.



FUNDING

Seed Round Funding

The Michigan Aerospace Foundation raised $250,000 during its Seed Round of
funding. This funding has been used to fund architectural and engineering
work, the various studies and other preliminary work which needs to be done
prior to construction, and marketing. This funding came from:

Capital Campaign

The initial Capital Campaign for Phase 1 of Michigan Aerospace was kicked off
in April of 2005.

Following the successful completion of the Capital Campaign for Phase 1, the
Foundation will develop and run Capital Campaigns for the remaining phases as
they become feasible.

Memorandum of Understanding

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (the "Agreement") is made and entered into
this 20th, day of March, 2002, and is effective the 1* day of March, 2001. The Agreement documents the
relationship between the YANKEE AIR FORCE, INC. (YAF), and the MICHIGAN AEROSPACE
INNOVATION FOUNDATION, INC. (the "Foundation"). The YAF and the Foundation are individually
referred to as the "Party" and collectively referred to as the "Parties"

RECITALS

A. The Foundation is established to create a world-class Aerospace facility (the “Facility”)
as defined in the Foundation Mission Statement.

B. The YAF has aircraft, artifacts and other properties which it desires to be displayed
and/or housed at the Facility. The YAF intends to operate and manage an expanded museum within the
larger Facility as defined by the Foundation Mission Statement. These aircraft, artifacts and other
properties shall remain the property and responsibility of the YAF. Aircraft, artifacts and other property
acquired by either Party in the future shall remain the property and responsibility of the acquiring Party
unless otherwise mutually agreed upon by the Parties.

C. The YAF has advanced monies (the “Seed Money”) for the establishment of the
Foundation.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties mutually agree as follows:

1. The Foundation will use its best efforts to solicit and obtain funds for the planning,
construction, maintenance, operation and management of the Facility, including such YAF proposed
projects and operational expenses, as my be mutually agreed upon.

2. The Parties hereby enter into this Agreement in good faith. In order to carry out the
terms and spirit of this agreement, the Parties mutually agree to work individually and jointly towards the
goal of establishing, developing, constructing, operating and maintaining a World Class Aerospace
Facility identified in Recital A above including the expanded YAF museum.

3. Once Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000) has been raised by the Foundation, the
Foundation shall repay to the YAF, based on a mutually agreeable repayment schedule, all Seed Money
advanced by the YAF for the establishment of the Foundation including but not limited to attorneys fees,
accounting and consulting fees.



4. The President of the YAF shall be an ex officio non-voting member of the Board of
Directors of the Foundation. The President may designate a representative to attend Foundation meetings
on his behalf.

5. The Chairman of the Foundation shall be an ex officio non-voting member of the Board
of Governors of the YAF. The Chairman may designate a representative to attend YAF meetings on his
behalf.

6. The business and the affairs of the Foundation shall be managed in accordance with the
Foundations Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws. No member of the YAF Board of Governors shall
serve as a member of the Board of Directors of the Foundation, except as set forth above.

7. The business and affairs of the YAF shall be managed in accordance with the YAF’s
Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws. No member of the Foundation Board of Directors shall serve as a
member of the Board of Governors of the YAF, except as set forth above.

8. The YAF will indemnify, defend and hold the Foundation and its employees,
representatives, officers, directors, affiliates and agents (the "Foundation Group") harmless from and
against any and all costs, expenses, losses, damages and liabilities (including, without limitation,
reasonable legal fees and expenses) suffered by the Foundation or any other member of the Foundation
Group resulting from, arising out of, or incurred with respect to YAF assets, this Agreement, or
otherwise.

9. The Foundation will indemnify, defend and hold the YAF and its employees,
representatives, officers, directors, affiliates and agents (the "YAF Group") harmless from and against any
and all costs, expenses, losses, damages and liabilities (including, without limitation, reasonable legal fees
and expenses) suffered by the YAF or any other member of the YAF Group resulting from, arising out of,
or incurred with respect to Foundation assets, this Agreement, or otherwise.

10. Both Parties agree to acquire and maintain insurance as recommended pursuant to
industry standards and/or as required by governmental bodies (i.e., the “Wayne County Leases” as
defined below) on all assets and buildings, shared, transferred, or utilized pursuant to this Agreement.
Each Party shall provide evidence of such insurance to the other on the renewal dates of the policies or on
demand of the other Party.

11. It is understood and agreed that cooperation between the Foundation and the YAF is
essential to a successful Facility. Therefore, any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of or relating to
this Agreement, whether arising in contract, tort or otherwise shall be resolved at arbitration. Such dispute
shall be submitted to binding arbitration under applicable rules and procedures of the American
Arbitration Association ("A.A.A."). The Parties shall mutually agree upon an arbitrator, however, in the
event that the Parties are unable to agree, then within thirty (30) days thereafter, the Parties shall each
designate one (1) arbitrator by written notice to the other Party. The two designated arbitrators shall be
empowered to select a third qualified arbitrator who shall form a panel to resolve the dispute, controversy
or claim. Except as may be determined by the arbitrator, the cost of the arbitrator and fees payable to the
Avrbitrator shall be borne equally by the Parties. The Parties agree that the arbitration award rendered on
any claim submitted to arbitration shall be final, binding and non-appealable and any circuit court within
the State of Michigan shall have jurisdiction to render judgment on the award.

12. Both Parties to this Agreement are prohibited from carrying out any act, pursuant to this
Agreement or otherwise which would jeopardize either organization’s tax exempt status under the
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "IRC").



13. Nothing in this Agreement shall prohibit either Party from entering into agreements
and/or ventures with persons or entities not a Party to this Agreement, provided that such agreements
shall not materially conflict with the terms of this Agreement, with each other’s By-Laws, or with other
agreements that may be entered into from time to time between the Parties.

14. This Agreement is in effect from the Effective Date above and shall remain in effect until
the parties mutually agree to terminate the Agreement.

15. In the event one or more of the current YAF leases (including any renewals or
extensions) and any subsequent leases with the Charter County of Wayne, Michigan, and the YAF and/or
the Foundation (collectively the “Wayne County Leases”) is terminated for any reason whatsoever, the
Party not subject to such termination shall have either (1) the right to negotiate a new lease with Wayne
County, or (2) assume the existing Wayne County Lease if permitted under such lease. In addition, the
termination of one of the Wayne County Leases shall cause the Parties to review this Agreement.

16. In the event this Agreement is terminated for any reason whatsoever, all outstanding
financial obligations of one Party to the other shall, to the extent funds are or become available, be paid in
full. The Parties further agree that should a Party lose its tax-exempt status under the IRC or dissolve, all
assets of such Party (after payment of all outstanding obligations) shall, to the extent allowed under
applicable law, revert to the other.

17. This Agreement shall be reviewed periodically (at least annually, or at the call of either
party, the call to be answered within 60 days) between the Parties, and may be amended from time to time
with the mutual understanding and written agreement of the Foundation and YAF.
